Visits to the site are up nearly 1/3 compared with the same period last year:

· Number of separate visits to the site January - July this year = 31,928  (same period last year = 24,080) 

· Average number of visits to the site per week so far this year = 1228 (same period last year = 926)
A 'visit' is an identifiable 'browsing session' - i.e., someone coming to the site, looking at a number of different pages, and then leaving.

Below is a graph of visits per week for January-July this year:
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· The noticeable 'tail-off' in accesses from January to July is, presumably, due to the Fives Season - players are understandably going to visit the site less when there are fewer, or no, match results to check on. But there is clearly a steady stream of visitors underlying the site's extremely valuable use as a 'results service'
· There don't seem to be any particularly obvious reasons for the significant ‘dip’ in week 12 (24–30 March) or the ‘spike’ in week 15 (14-20 April).  Suggestions please, on a postcard to…
